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1.  All programs for multiple subject and single subject dance, music, theatre and visual arts teachers  and for educational administration candidates to have the Visual and Performing Arts Framework for California Public Schools as a required course text.  It costs $19.95 and bulk purchases by campus book stores may be made through CDE Press 1-800-995-4099.

 

2.   Multiple Subject Teachers:  

One of the observation lessons be a dance, music, theatre or visual arts lesson of instruction.
 

 Within one of their courses teacher candidates be required to develop a unit that is sequential standards-base learning in one arts discipline (dance, vocal or instrumental music, theatre, one of the visual arts - at least one quarter's worth of sequential lessons, figuring two 40 minute class sessions each week for one quarter.

Provide coursework for teacher candidates to understand that integration of any two curricular areas include instructing to the standards of both curricular areas.  One curricular area, if considered an integration partner, is not a tool for the other.  Both curricular areas have equal weight of sequential standards-based learning instruction.

 

3.  Single Subject Teachers:    

Expect all observations to have teacher candidates demonstrate they are providing lessons that are sequential standards-based learning instructed.
 

Within one of their courses teacher candidates be required to develop a sequential standards-based learning instruction unit, in their arts discipline - at least one semester's work of sequential lessons for the daily week's instruction for that entire semester’s learning instruction

Expect all observations to have teacher candidates demonstrate use of formative, summative and/or performance assessment.

Expect to see formative, summative and performance assessment within the developed sequential standards-based learning instruction unit.

Develop dance, music, theatre and visual arts educators, Assist them to see that their responsibility is to deliver sequential standards-based learning instruction that covers artistic perception, creative expression, aesthetic valuing, historical and cultural context, connections/relationships/application (the five visual and performing arts strands under which the standards, discrete to each of the four arts, are placed for each of those strands.  When instructing students in the schools, the teacher candidates are learning to be educators first and then within that practice of instruction they may be a directors, a conductor or the like.  The idea here is that an educator of these four arts disciplines are educators first and their courses of instruction speak to the five strands of visual and performing arts…if they only address a rehearse and practice mode, they are not providing visual and performing arts education (or dance, music, theatre, visual arts education) and as such are like a music lesson, a dance lesson, a theatre activity, a painting experience and might as well be after school.
4.  Education Administration Candidates:
Imbed in existing courses what is important to know to evaluate teachers of dance, music, theatre and visual arts/digital arts; what is required to be taught in dance, music, theatre and visual arts/digital arts whether it be at the elementary level or secondary level; require observation of a classroom offering sequential standards-based learning instruction in one of the four arts.
